In order to effectively use all EBSCOhost features, the minimum browser requirements are
Internet Explorer 7.0, Firefox 3.0, and Safari 3.0 (for Macintosh). You must also have Adobe ®
Reader® installed to view the PDF Full Text files. We recommend Adobe Acrobat Reader
version 8.2 or later. If you are using Visual Search, you must also install Adobe ® Flash Player
8.0 or higher. In order to download and read eBooks offline, Adobe Digital Editions (v 1.7.1 or
higher) must be installed on your computer.
